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Hermaphrodites Run Amuck in the South of France!�Hermaphrodite Rock Opera Film, “Jody” Seeks Further Investment in Cannes��May 13th 2005; Based on the stage rock musical of the same name, and written and performed by the popular US rock/theatre outfit, Dingleberry Dynasty, the film version of Jody is set to begin filming this fall.  A completed scene from the film, directed by Mark Colegrove, is making it’s debut this week, to be screened for potential investors at the Backseat Conceptions office.  The finished scene will provide a visual archetype of roughly what the completed film will look like.  Rough mixes of the film’s entire soundtrack are also available.





A Musical / Dramedy / Monolith of sensory assault, Jody is a rock opera in the tradition of films like Tommy, Hedwig and the Angry Inch, and The Rocky Horror Picture Show, and The Wall. The story follows Jody, who is born a hermaphrodite, from conception through death. Unwanted and unloved by it's parents and younger brother and sister, Jody sets off for the big city on it's 18th birthday, only to discover that there are many others hermaphrodites happily co-existing with those with normal genitalia. Jody finds comfort when it joins a hermaphrodite band called the Shims, and when Jamie Lee Curtis publicly reveals that she is a closet hermaphrodite, Jody is thrust into the public eye, and branded the leader of a hermaphrodite’s rights movement.





Shot in March of 2005 on Sony’s new CineAlta camera (used for films such as Star Wars Episode II, and Once Upon a Time in Mexico), and produced by Backseat Conceptions for a mere $600, the finished scene takes place in a hermaphrodite bar, where Jody, the film’s central character, begins to realize that he/she might not be as strange as previously thought.  Director, Mark Colegrove, brings his music video experience to the table, making the scene fast, flashy, loud, and surreal.





The films estimated budget is $500,000, with principal photography commencing in January of 2006.  The estimated completion date is April of 2006.  The following table outlines the budgets of similar films alongside their worldwide gross.
